JO DAVIESS CARROLL AREA VOCATIONAL CENTER

BOARD OF CONTROL MEETING - MINUTES APRIL 6, 2010

The regular meeting of the Jo Daviess Carroll Area Vocational Center Board of Control was held in the Conference Room on Tuesday, April 6, 2010.  Chairperson Raymie called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Secretary Meusel called roll with the following members answering:  Paul Seymour – Galena present; Raymie Diestelmeier – River Ridge; Craig Mathers – West Carroll present; Rich Crandall – Scales Mound present; Bob VenHuizen – Stockton present; Kip Sabinson – Warren present.

Others Present:  John Lang – Interim Director; Sue Meusel – Recording Secretary; Irene Thraen-Borowski – Graphics Instructor; Bob Nolan – Auto Tech Instructor.

Bob moved Rich seconded to approve the Consent Agenda which includes the Minutes of the March 1, March 16, 2010 Both Open and Closed Sessions; the Treasurer’s Report of March, and the payment of the April Board Bills in the amount of $12,029.23, and other financial statements as was presented.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried

AUDIENCE PRESENTATION – Irene reported that the PMO Club from Elizabeth presented 2 scholarship this year to AVC students – Dalton Swiech from West Carroll and Bridget Knasiak from River Ridge; Highland Community College had their 40th Student Jury Art Show in April – three students received awards:  Laura Sack from West Carroll; Brittni Cahill, and Karly Pierce from Stockton. The Northern Illinois Wine Growers Association is hosting their annual event and Blake Scharpf from Galena designed the front image of the Rack Card, and Tori Ertmer from River Ridge created the Logo.

CAREER EXPO – Mr. Lang reported the Expo was held on March 24 at HCC West, All 6 area high schools attended along with East Dubuque and Le-Win High Schools.  The restaurant Management Program provided lunch; 50 different vendors were in attendance.

LAWN MOWING BIDS – Two sealed bids were received.  Raymie opened the bids and they were passed around for the Board Members to review.  Bob moved Paul seconded to approve the bid from Lawn Boyz as presented.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried

OUTSTANDING STUDENTS – The Board received the list of the AVC Outstanding students of the 3rd Quarter.  Mr. Lang informed the Board that the 4th Quarter list would be presented in May due to the selection of the Outstanding Students of the Year.

HEALTH OCCUPATIONS – HOSA – The Board received a handout on the HOSA State Competition.  At this time Desiree Stiefel from Warren will be attending the National HOSA Competition in Orlando Florida in June.  The cost of attending a national competition is usually divided between the AVC and the student’s home school district being requested to contribute.  Mr. Lang informed the Board that the last week in April the Pro-Start students will be attending their National Competition and the State Association is covering most of the costs.

LONG TERM CONTRACTS – Mr. Lang reported that for the Internet at the AVC, 2 phone companies are involved at a cost of approximately $420 per month. Mr. Lang is trying to negotiate out of the 2 contacts for a faster connection and only use one company.  The postage meter runs approximately $74 per month and Mr. Lang is trying to get out of that contact also.  All contracts were originally for a 5-years.  The AVC might have to spend a little more money to get out of the contracts, but in the long run the AVC could save money.  Marie moved Kip seconded to authorize Mr. Lang to try to terminate the contracts.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried
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EMERGENCY PLAN – The required meeting to review the Emergency Plan was held on March 19 in attendance was the Jo Daviess County Sheriff’s Department, Elizabeth Fire Department, Elizabeth Ambulance Department and the AVC staff.  Changes will be incorporated in the plan i.e. numbering the doors and moving the buses to a different location to pick up students at.  Paul moved Rich seconded to approve the Emergency Plan changes as was presented.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried

AVC VEHICLES FOR SALE – Mr. Lang and Mr. Nolan are requesting to sell the AVC 1990 Chevy Capri Station wagon and 2 vehicles that were donated to the Auto Tech Program.  The vehicles will be placed in the AVC lot with signs and be sold by sealed bids to be opened at the May Board Meeting.  Mr. Nolan is also checking into another van for the Health Care Program.  Paul moved Rich seconded to place the vehicles for sale.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried

HCC CREDIT – Mr. Lang stated that Highland Community College discontinued the Auto Dual Credit last year.  Mr. Nolan and Mr. Lang are working with HCC for the students to receive 2 credits in the Auto Program General Maintenance starting next year.  The students must maintain an A or B Grade standing to receive credit.  Starting next year all Auto and Body students will need to take an on-line OHSA Test; the test will cost the AVC approximately $250 to access the software.  The students have to pass this test before they can work in the shop.  

AUTO/BODY TECH AID – Mr. Lang stated that with enrollment numbers in the programs and safety concerns he is recommending that Paul Wurster be hired as a full-time Auto Body Aid.  Rich moved Paul seconded to make Paul Wurster a full time Auto Body Aid for the 2010 – 2011 school year.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried

DIRECTOR’S POSITION – Marie informed the Board that Joyce McCready is scheduled to have surgery to remove her foot on April 22.  A signed release has been received to obtain information from Joyce’s surgeon.  The required notice of non-renewal of Joyce’s contract has been sent and a receipt of delivery has been received.

Rich moved Bob seconded to enter into Closed Session at 7:37 p.m. for the appointment, employment, compensation, discipline, performance, or dismissal of specific employees of the AVC or legal counsel for the AVC, including hearing testimony on a complaint lodged against an employee or against legal counsel for the AVC to determine its validity.  5 ILCS 120/2(2)(1), as amended by P.A. 93-0057.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried

Paul moved Rich seconded to come out of Closed Session at 8:10 p.m.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried

The Board established a Search Committee of Marie Stiefel, Craig Mathers, Rich Crandall, John Lang, and Irene Thraen-Borowski will do the initial screening for Director.
