BOARD OF CONTROL MEETING MINUTES

JULY 6, 2009

The regular meeting of the Jo Daviess Carroll Area Vocational Center was held in the Conference Room on Monday, July 6, 2009.  

Chairperson Kip Sabinson called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Secretary Meusel called roll with the following members answering:  Kip Sabinson – Warren present; Marie Stiefel – Regional Superintendent present; Paul Seymour – Galena absent; Raymie Diestelmeier – River Ridge present; Craig Mathers – West Carroll present; Rich Crandall – Scales Mound present; Terry Sertle – Stockton present.  

Others Present:  John Lang – Interim Director; Sue Meusel – Recording Secretary – Cliff Klenke – Construction Instructor.

Raymie moved, Rich seconded to approve the Consent Agenda which includes the Minutes of the June Board Meeting, the Treasurer’s Report of June, and the payment of the July 6, 2009 Board Bills in the amount of $12,201.07, and other financial statements as was presented.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried

AUDIENCE PRESENTATION/CORRESPONDENCE – Mr. Lang informed the Board of Mrs. Koester’s husbands passing, John and the Board thanked Sue Meusel and Karen Hesselbacher for taking the HOSA Students to the National HOSA Competition in Tennessee.  A letter from the Auditor was read to the Board on designating a person to sign off on the financial reports when the audit is completed, and the federal definition of capital equipment.  Mr. Lang advised the Board to stay with the Federal definition of Capital Equipment to avoid additional bookkeeping.  Raymie moved, Rich seconded to designate the Interim Director or Director to sign off the financial statements for the AVC at the end of the Audit.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried

CONSTRUCTION TRADES HOUSE – One June 5th, Mr. Lang met with Don Busch from Preferred Properties about a commission bonus to the realtor that brought in an accepted offer with approved financing by August 7th, 2009.  The bonus is $4,000.  John presented an article from the Territory Times of all of the houses for sale at the Territory.

DIRECTOR’S SALARY – The Board discussed the Director’s Salary.  Marie stated, if the Delivery System received anticipated funding, the offer to cover Ms McCready’s raise for FY 10 was still valid.  Raymie moved, Rich seconded to table Ms McCready, the Director’s, salary until she returns.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried

RECOVERY OF LOSS OF SERVICES – Marie reported on a phone conversation she had with the Chicago attorneys on recouping the loss of the Director’s services or the cost of interim director.  The consensus of the attorneys was that there was little recourse for collecting any of the costs.  John informed the Board that as of July 1st, 2009 Joyce has 196 sick days left to use.  
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HOSA – SKILLS USA – Sue Meusel and Karen Hesselbacher took three students to Nashville to compete in the National HOSA Competition.  

Cathy Moon took her student to Kansas City for SKILLS USA National Competition.

The Board received copies of the Faculty and Student Handbooks.  Mr. Lang explained there were a few changes from past year in the areas of bully and harassment and teacher professional development.

Rich moved Raymie seconded to approve the Faculty and Student Handbooks as was presented.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried

AUTOMOTIVE AID POSITION – Mr. Moshure was not able to work all of last year due to his health.  In May Mr. Lang wrote Mr. Moshure a letter asking the status of his health if he could return to work.  On June 29th Mr. Lang received the letter of resignation.   Mr. Lang stated that Mr. Nolan has 41 students in his programs for this year.  He would like to hire a part time Aid for the position, but if not possible he will hire someone full time.  

Raymie moved Rich seconded to accept the resignation of Art Moshure as Automotive/Body Repair Aid, and have Mr. Lang start the process of hiring an Automotive/Body Repair Aid.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried

HEALTH INSURANCE – The State of Illinois Government Employees Health Insurance was raising their rates for FY 10.  Since the Regional Office is administrative agent; the AVC employees are under their health insurance.  The Regional Office re-bid the health insurance through Miller and Buettner and received a lower rate from Blue/Cross/Blue Shield of Illinois.  

Rich moved, Raymie seconded to accept the Health Insurance Bid from Miller and Buettner with Blue Cross/Blue Shield of Illinois Program with a rate of $475.32 for single insurance per month.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried

FY 10 BUDGET – Mr. Lang reviewed the tentative Budget with the Board.  It is projected that the Director, Ms. McCready may not be able to return to work until some time in the fall due to her injuries.  The amount in the budget for the interim director was increased to cover additional time Ms. McCready may be absent.  Mr. Lang informed the Board there will be time like in September that he would be out of town for a week due to family responsibilities.

Cliff Klenke invited the Board to view the Jennie Hasken Project House on 3510 Ebby’s Mill Road, and explained some of the issues he faced. 
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Mrs. Stiefel presented a written contract for the Interim Director to clarify the motion from the June 1st meeting.

Rich moved Raymie seconded to have John Lang as Interim Director for July and August, and re-evaluate the position in September.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried

Raymie moved Rich seconded to adjourn the meeting at 7:58 p.m.  Voice vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried
