BOARD OF CONTROL MEETING

MINUTES FEBRUARY 1, 2010

The regular meeting of the Jo Daviess Carroll Area Vocational Center was held in the Board Conference Room on Monday, February 1, 2010.  Chairperson Raymie called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Secretary Meusel called roll with the following members answering:  Kip Sabinson – Warren present; Marie Stiefel – Regional Superintendent present; Paul Seymour – Galena present; Raymie Diestelmeier – River Ridge present; Craig Mathers – West Carroll present; Rich Crandall – Scales Mound present; Bob VenHuizen – Stockton present.

Others Present:  John B. Lang – Interim Director; Sue Meusel – Recording Secretary; Irene Thraen–Borowski – Graphic Communications Instructor.

Craig moved Kip seconded to approve the Consent Agenda which includes the Minutes of the January Board Meeting both open and closed, the Treasurer’s Report of January, and the payment of the February Board Bills in the amount of $18,362.02, and other financial statements as was presented.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried

PROGRAM UPDATES – Irene Thraen-Borowski gave an update on her program – 

1. Patrons Making Opportunities Scholarship is available to any AVC Senior

2. The Student Art Exhibit is currently in Savanna and will then go to Warren

3. The Dark Room is being removed and some of the area will be used for storage

4. Highland Community College Magazine In-Focus has the Graphic Communications Program featured

5. Irene is teaching a drawing class in Freeport and her students are allowed to help and be models

6. Mrs. Thraen-Borowski is asking District art Instructors to see if they want to take a field trip to the Chicago Art Institute this spring and would like to join the National Art Society.

Mr. Lang passed out information on the recent Illinois Pro-Start Competition the AVC Restaurant Management Students participated in.  Dillon Bauer and Donald Tepper won 1st Place and will advance to the National Pro-Start Competiition April 30 – May 2nd.  The AVC and the local Districts, in the past, have helped with the costs of going to the Nationals but at this time Mr. Lang does not have the cost information.

GREENHOUSE – The Greenhouse is rented at $75 per month.

AVC DEPOSITORY – Marie Stiefel addressed the Board with the need to change the current AVC bank accounts from US Bank in Galena to Stockton because of the bookkeeper retiring.  Mrs. Stiefel is recommending changing the accounts to Citizens Bank in Stockton.  Rich moved Kip seconded to move the AVC bank depository to Citizen Bank in Stockton.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried

ROE CONTRIBUTION – Marie stated that the Eagle Ridge Regional Vocational Delivery System has grant money that was going to be used toward part of the AVC Director’s salary; since the Director has not been able to work, the money could be used for the Interim Director’s salary.

DARK ROOM – As was reported earlier the dark room is being removed, but there are some equipment, chemicals, and materials that still remain.  Mr. Lang would like to dispose of the unneeded items either by sale or donation depending their value.
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VAN ACCIDENT – On January 15, 2010 Mrs. Moon parked the van in the bus loading zone while she went inside the AVC to load supplies for the Pro Start Competition.  No students were in either vehicle and a school bus backed into the van, causing some minor damage to the van. The AVC Auto Body Program will do the repair work on the van.

STUDENT DRUG ISSUE – Mr. Lang has made a request to the Jo Daviess County Sheriff’s Department to bring the drug dog in the AVC due to a couple of incidents.  The Board discussed the procedure.  

SUPERINTENDENT/FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Lang handed out to the Board the notes from the Superintendents meeting and the Finance Committee meeting.  Highlights of the Superintendent meeting were:  (a) calendar for FY 11 (b) vocational courses being off sited (c) attendance by non-member students.

OPEN HOUSE – February 3, 2010 from 9:00 a.m. – 7:30 p.m.

STUDENT REGISTRATION – Sophomore Tours are complete; Mr. Lang has requested the counselors to have the AVC registration numbers by February 17th.

EVALUATIONS – All non-tenure evaluations are complete and Mr. Lang is now starting on the tenure staff.

FREEDOM OF INFORMATION ACT – Mr. Lang has notified the Illinois Attorney General of the appointment of FOIA Officers.  FOIA information is on the AVC web site and forms have been developed.

Paul moved Craig seconded to enter into Closed Session at 7:42 p.m. for the appointment, employment, compensation, discipline, performance, or dismissal of specific employees of the AVC or legal counsel for the AVC, including hearing testimony on a complaint lodged against an employee or against legal counsel for the AVC to determine its validity.  5 ILCS 120/2(2)(1), as amended by P.A. 93-0057.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried

Kip moved Rich seconded to come out of Closed Session at 7:50 p.m.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried

There was no action to come out of Closed Session.

Craig moved Kip seconded to adjourn at 7:51.  Voice vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.
