BOARD OF CONTROL MEETING MINUTES

FEBRUARY 2, 2009 

The regular meeting of the Jo Daviess Carroll Area Vocational Center Board of Control was held in the Conference Room on Monday, February 2, 2009.

Chairperson Don Hill called the meeting to order at 6:57 p.m.  Secretary Meusel called roll with the following members answering: Marie Stiefel – Regional Superintendent present; Paul Seymour – Galena present; Lynn Pease – River Ridge present; Craig Mathers – West Carroll present; Rich Crandall – Scales Mound present; Leslie Hawley – Stockton present; Don Hill – Warren present.

Others present:  Joyce McCready – Director; Sue Meusel – Recording Secretary; Karen Koester – Health Occupations/EMTB Instructor; Cathy Moon – Restaurant Management Instructor.

Lynn Pease moved, Rich Crandall seconded to approve the Consent Agenda which includes the Minutes of the January Board Meeting, the Treasurer’s Report of January, and the payment of the February Board Bills in the amount of $45,881.30, and other financial statements as was presented.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.

2009-2010 Recruitment – Recruitment efforts for next year are in high gear.  Sophomore tours are now complete. 251 students from the 6 member schools toured the building, talked to the instructors, and interacted with current students.  I am very pleased with the way the sophomores conducted themselves during their visits.  The guidance counselors and chaperones should be congratulated.  All of the students were given an interest survey at the completion of the tour.  Of the 251 students, only 34 of those students said that they were NOT interested in attending the AVC.
University of Illinois Motivational Profile Study – We have been approached by the U of I to participate in an analysis of motivation of first year students to enroll in a career and technical education program.  According to High Schools That Work, “too many students do not graduate from high school and many more that do graduate lack preparation for further study.”  The implication of this is that these students are not acquiring the skills needed to be competitive in the labor market, leading to low career aspirations and attainment.  The study would require two 15-minute surveys given to 50 of our first year students.  The surveys would rate their motivation for attending school and enrolling in a CTE program, the amount of influence they had in that decision, the satisfaction with that decision, and perceived support of parents and teachers concerning enrollment in the program.  
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Department Updates – 

Cathy Moon – Restaurant Management Instructor – informed the Board that she is part of the Illinois Curriculum Revitalization Program for Culinary Arts – she has attended two workshops and will be part of a statewide committee assigned the task of writing the new culinary arts curriculum.

Karen Koester – Health Occupations/EMT-B Instructor – gave a tour and presentation to the Board on the Health Occupations Program and the new EMT-B component.  The EMT-B course is available to high school students and adults.  The course generates 6 hours of credit through Highland Community College.

Finance Committee Report – The committee met on January 21.  Joyce presented information to the Board from the committee.  Enrollment and funding are the two major concerns.  The information included options for addressing the concerns.  Superintendents from all area school districts met on February 2 to discuss the options in detail.  Discussions will continue.
