BOARD OF CONTROL MEETING

MINUTES – JUNE 1, 2009

The regular meeting of the Jo Daviess Carroll Area Vocational Center was held in the Conference Room on Monday, June 1, 2009.

Chairperson Kip Sabinson called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Secretary Meusel called roll with the following members answering:  Bob VenHuizen – Stockton present; Kip Sabinson – Warren present; Marie Stiefel – Regional Superintendent present; Paul Seymour – Galena absent; Raymie Diestelmeier – River Ridge present; Craig Mathers – West Carroll absent; Rich Crandall – Scales Mound absent.

Others Present:  John Lang – Interim Director; Sue Meusel – Recording Secretary, Judy Schuldt, Brian Spillane, Mike Bielenda.

Bob VenHuizen moved, Raymie Diestelmeier seconded to approve the Consent Agenda which includes the Minutes of the May Board Meeting, the Treasurer’s Report of May, and the payment of the June Board Bills in the amount of $73,538.35, and other financial statements as was presented.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Rich Crandall entered the meeting.

Correspondence – A Thank You was read from Bree Much – for the SKILLS USA National Competition funds.

Irene Thraen Borowski had information for the Board on the Graphic Communications Program. 

OLD BUSINESS – Mr. Lang gave the Board copies of the correspondence between Mr. Davis and himself concerning a home sold in 2004.

Jo Daviess Workshop – Mr. Spillane presented the Workshop Contract to the Board.  Rich Crandall moved, Raymie Diestelmeier seconded to approve the contract from the Jo Daviess Workshop for FY 2010.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.

The Board reviewed the Outstanding Students of the Year.  The students are selected after interview with area employers.

Bob VenHuizen moved, Raymie Diestelmeier seconded to adopt the Prevailing Wage Resolution as was presented.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Raymie Diestelmeier moved, Bob VenHuizen seconded to put the FY 10 Budget on display by July 2, 2009, and set the Budget Hearing for August 3rd, 2009, 7:00 p.m. in the Conference Room with the regular Board Meeting to follow.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.
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FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Lang stated that the Finance Committee met on May 20th.  Marie discussed the Director’s Contract with the Board.  Discussion was held on how raises were established for the Director and instructors.  Marie stated that the Regional Office would cover the cost of the raise plus the TRS and Medicare on the raise this year for the Director, and the same amount would be covered in future years by the Eagle Ridge Delivery System for Joyce because she will be taking on additional responsibilities.  Raymie Diestelmeier moved, Bob VenHuizen seconded to table the Director’s salary package for the July Board Meeting.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Bob VenHuizen moved, Raymie Diestelmeier seconded to approve the 3% raise for the Administrative Assistant as was presented.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.

CONSTRUCTION TRADES PROJECT – Mr. Lang reported that Mr. Nolan stated the City of Hanover has rehab projects and city projects.  He will report back to the Board.  Discussion was held on transportation of the students.  The Board congratulated Mr. Nolan.

FY 08 PROJECT HOUSE – Mr. Lang has contacted Mr. Bush on the Territory house contract.  He is recommending to the Board of offering an incentive to the seller of the house.  Rich Crandall moved, Raymie Diestelmeier seconded to have Mr. Lang contact Mr. Bush about setting a financial incentive to the realtor that sells the house.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.

CONSTRUCTION POSITION – Mr. Lang reported that he received 11 applications.  Bill James, Dan Harms and himself interviewed three applicants.  The Board reviewed the applicant’s information.  Rich Crandall moved, Raymie Diestelmeier seconded to offer Andrew Kruser the Construction Trades Instructor Position with credit for one year of teaching experience on the salary schedule with a 2-week extended contract.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.

INTERIM DIRECTOR – Mr. Lang stated that he will retired from the Regional Office in the middle of June.  He is asking for compensation as Interim Director.  Rich Crandall moved, Raymie Diestelmeier seconded to hire Mr. Lang as Interim Director until Joyce McCready returns at a rate of $150 per ½ day or $300 a full day averaging 2 – 3 days per week.  Roll call vote Rich Crandall aye, Bob VenHuizen nay, Kip Sabinson aye, Marie Stiefel aye, Raymie Diestelmeier aye.  Motion carried.

Raymie Diestelmeier moved, Rich Crandall seconded to adjourn the meeting at 8:26 p.m.  Voice vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.
