BOARD OF CONTROL MEETING

MINUTES MARCH 1, 2010

The regular meeting of the Jo Daviess Carroll Area Vocational Center Board of Control was held in the Conference Room on Monday, March 1, 2010.  Chairperson Raymie called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Secretary Meusel called roll with the following members answering:  Marie Stiefel – Regional Superintendent present; Paul Seymour – Galena present; Raymie Diestelmeier – River Ridge present; Craig Mathers – Mt. Carroll present; Rich Crandall – Scales Mound present – Bob VenHuizen – Stockton present; Kip Sabinson – Warren absent.

Others Present:  John Lang – Interim; Sue Meusel – Recording Secretary – Cathy Moon – Restaurant Management Instructor; Karen Koester – Health Occupations Instructor; Sharon Zigmont – Child Care Instructor.

Rich moved Bob seconded to approve the Consent Agenda which includes the Minutes of the February Board Meeting both open and closed, the Treasurer’s Report of February, and the payment of the March Board Bills in the amount of $13,289.90, and other financial statements as was presented.  Roll call vote, present voted aye.  Motion carried

AVC OPEN HOUSE – Mr. Lang reported that the number of attendees was doubled over recent years, attendees included community members, past and present students and sophomore students and their parents.  Kip entered the meeting.

 DRUG DOGS – On February 23, the Jo Daviess County Sheriff’s Department and the Carroll County Sheriff’s Department brought in drug dogs during the morning block.

STAFF REPORTS – Cathy Moon reported to the Board on the National Pro-Start Competition – Illinois Restaurant Association will be picking up the bill for the Competition, she has 10 Seniors this year – 8 will be attending College this fall.  The Spaghetti Supper is on Wednesday, March 3 from 5:30 – 7:30.

Karen Koester gave an update on the Health Occupations Program and the EMTB Program – 7 students and 1 adult is enrolled in the EMTB Program this spring, they are doing ambulance ride alongs 1 day per week.  Also Mrs. Koester will be having a CPR review class, an extraction day, and a debriefing day.  Health Occupations students will be going to Freeport the end of the month for fingerprints and getting ready for the State test in May.  The afternoon class is going some days to the Galena Nursing Home and Mrs. Koester will be taking 5 students to HOSA State Competition in March.

DUBUQUE RACING GRANT – Mr. Lang reported that the grant was submitted at the end of February, if the grant is awarded it will help purchase some updated equipment.  Mrs. Moon helped write the grant.

STUDENT REGISTRATION – Mr. Lang passed out 2 different enrollment forms.  Mr. Lang met with Mr. Mathers at West Carroll and West Carroll has agreed to come to the AVC in the afternoon.  Mr. Lang handed out dual credit information to the Board on the AVC courses which receive credit from Highland Community College.  Also Mr. Lang is working with HCC on getting Auto Tech included again on the dual credit list.  With the pre-enrollment figures in, Mr. Lang recommends no staff cuts for next year.  Several reasons for these recommendations are:  

1. Thompson Prison will open in November/December 2010

2. Warren Dairy

3. Expansion of the railroad car company in Savanna
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Mr. Lang feels that the enrollment in the area districts will increase due to these 3 factors.  He is meeting with Tri-State Christen on Tuesday and is continuing working with East Dubuque.  Mr. Lang reported that North West Academy is sending 1 student at this time.

INTERIM DIRECTOR – Mr. Lang has passed the required testing to become the Freedom of Information Officer as required by the State.

TWO-WAY RADIO – Last year the General Assembly passed legislation that all school buses have two-way radios.  Starting March 1st, all school buses when safety inspected need to have two-way radios.  The AVC had their one bus inspected in February.  Representative Sacia has been contacted to support the pending legislation that would allow for cell-phone use in addition to two-way radios.  If the legislation does not pass, Mr. Lang has talked with River Ridge about working with them on two-way radios.

LAWN MOWING BIDS - Mr. Lang stated that he will be placing the ad in the paper and the bids will be opened at the April Meeting.  The Board received a copy of the ad.

TEACHER EVALUATIONS – All evaluations have been completed, 2 for non-tenure and 1 for tenure teachers.  In Mr. Lang’s opinion, the staff is above average and they all are willing to go beyond to do what needs to be done.

TENURE – Mr. Lang recommends granting Kathleen Speaker, Criminal Justice Instructor, tenure.  Paul moved Rich seconded to grant Kathleen Speaker tenure as Criminal Justice Instructor.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried

Craig moved Bob seconded to enter into Closed Session at 7:30 p.m. for the appointment, employment, compensation, discipline, performance, or dismissal of specific employees of the AVC or legal counsel for the AVC, including hearing testimony on a complaint lodged against an employee or against legal counsel for the AVC to determine its validity.  5 ILCS 120/2(2)(1), as amended by P.A. 93-0057.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried

Bob moved Kip seconded to come out of Closed Session at 8:25 p.m.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried

Craig moved Kip seconded to set a Special Meeting on March 16, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. in the Conference Room, and to cancel the Special Meeting on the 22nd at 7:00 p.m.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried

Craig moved Rich seconded to adjourn the meeting at 8:28 p.m.  Voice vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried
