BOARD OF CONTROL MEETING MINUTES

MAY 4, 2009

The regular meeting of the Jo Daviess Carroll Area Vocational Center was held in the Conference Room on Monday, May 4, 2009.

Past Chairperson Craig Mathers called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Secretary Meusel called roll with the following members answering:  Rich Crandall – Scales Mound present; Bob VenHuizen – Stockton present; Kip Sabinson – Warren present; John Lang – Regional Office present; Paul Seymour – Galena present; Raymie Diestelmeier – River Ridge present; Craig Mathers – West Carroll present.

Others Present:  Sue Meusel – Recording Secretary; Leslie Hawley; Karen Koester Health Occupations Instructor; Cathy Moon Restaurant Management Instructor; Bree Much, and Leah Riesselman.

Rich Crandall moved, Paul Seymour seconded to approve the Consent Agenda which includes the Minutes of the April Board Meeting, the Treasurer’s Report of April and the payment of the May Board Bills in the amount of $26,339.66, and other financial statements as was presented.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.

HOSA Nationals – Karen Koester presented the total fixed expenses for the 4 students to attend the National HOSA Competition.  Bob VenHuizen moved, Rich Crandall seconded to pay $427, which is ½ of the fixed expenses per student to attend the HOSA National Competition.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.

SKILLS USA Nationals – Bree Much gave a presentation to the Board.  Mrs. Moon presented the total fixed expenses for Bree Much to attend the SKILLS USA National Competition.  Kip Sabinson moved, Bob VenHuizen seconded to pay $293, which is ½ of the fixed expenses per student to attend the SKILLS USA National Competition.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Mr. Lang presented to the Board a letter from William Davis concerning plumbing problems with a Construction Trades home sold in 2004.  Bob VenHuizen moved, Raymie Diestelmeier seconded to direct Mr. Lang to notify the owner that the AVC will not pay the plumbing bill for the house that was purchased 5 years ago.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Interim Director – Marie Stiefel, Regional Superintendent, has agreed to give Mr. Lang release time from his duties as Assistant Superintendent to serve as Interim AVC Director.  In the past when the Center has had a period without a Director, Mr. Lang has served as Interim Director.  The appointment will be until Ms. McCready is able to return to work.  Paul Seymour moved, Rich Crandall seconded to appoint John Lang as Interim Director and re-evaluate the position at the June Board Meeting.  Roll call vote:  Rich Crandall aye; Bob VenHuizen aye; Kim Sabinson aye; John Lang abstain; Paul Seymour aye; Raymie Diestelmeier aye; Craig Mathers aye.  Motion carried.

Hoop House Bids – Two bids were received.  Trish Krug for $500, and Stanley Nelson for $115.  Bob VenHuizen moved, Kip Sabinson seconded to approve the bid from Trish Krug for $500 for the Hoop House as was presented.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.
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Outstanding Students of the 4th Quarter – The Board received a listing of the Outstanding Students of the 4th Quarter.  The Board will receive a list of Outstanding Student of the Year at the June Meeting. 

FY 10 Calendar – Paul Seymour moved, Bob VenHuizen seconded to adopt the FY 10 Calendar as was presented.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Finance Committee Recommendations – The Board reviewed the Committee Recommendations.  Rich Crandall moved, Bob VenHuizen seconded to reduce the total AVC assessment to member districts for FY10 by $30,000 from FY09 level; increase the adult tuition to attend an AVC class from $12 per class session per day to $14 per day; and based upon what is known now, tuition would remain the same and there would be a .0025% assessment on each districts 2007 assessed valuation.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Construction Trades Position – Mr. Lang is asking for a Committee to interview the applicants.  Discussion was held on the possible projects for the student to build.  Bob VenHuizen stated he or a Stockton Representative would serve on the committee, and possibly Bill James.  Bob VenHuizen moved, Raymie Diestelmeier seconded to have John Lang and the committee interview the Construction Trades Candidates.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Personnel – Based upon Ms. McCready’s contract effective June 2, 2008, if notice of non-employment is not given by April 1st or 90 days before expiration, she is re-employed as Director.  Without a finance committee meeting there is no current recommendation on salary for FY10 for either the Director or the Administrative Assistant.  At the June Board Meeting Mr. Lang is requested to present the salary information for the Director and Administrative Assistant to the Board.

The Board thanked Leslie Hawley Stockton School Board Member for all of her hard work and outstanding dedication to the Area Vocational Center.

Raymie Diestelmeier moved, Rich Crandall seconded to adjourn the meeting at 7:56 p.m.  Voice vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.
