JO DAVIESS CARROLL AREA VOCATIONAL CENTER
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The regular meeting of the Jo Daviess Carroll Area Vocational Center was held in the Conference Room on Monday, May 7, 2007.

In the absence of the Stockton Representative, Don Hill of Warren served as Acting Chairperson.  Don Hill called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  The following members answered roll call:  Paul Seymour – Galena; Lynn Pease – River Ridge, Don Hill – Warren; John Lang – Regional Office.  Others present:  Joyce McCready – Director

Lynn Pease moved, Paul Seymour seconded to approve the Consent Agenda, which includes the Minutes of the April Board Meeting, the Treasurer’s Report of April and the payment of the Board Bills in the amount of $10,986.62, and other financial statements as presented.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.

There was no audience presentation.

A thank you note was read from the Business/Marketing & Management class for the Board support for the BPA National Competition in New York.

The Board received a report of the Outstanding Students of the 4th Quarter.  Through interviews, the Outstanding Students of the Year for each Department were selected.  The presentations to the students will be at the Awards Night of each home school.  All districts participating in the AVC had at least one Outstanding Student of the year.

John Rogers from the Regional Office had informed Ms. McCready that the Vocational Center needed to adopt an update to the current internet policy to comply with the Child Internet Protection Act.  The Board reviewed a proposed policy, which is supposed to comply with the act.  John Lang moved, Lynn Pease seconded to approve the Child Internet Protection Act Policy (CIPA) as presented.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried

Ms. McCready has reviewed copies of the 2007 – 2008 calendar of all member school districts, and developed an AVC calendar by trying to find the most common dates.  The Board reviewed a copy of the proposed calendar.  Lynn Pease moved, Paul Seymour seconded to approve the 2007 – 2008 AVC Calendar as presented.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.

The Regional Office for the 2007 – 2008 school year is looking to have a ½ day program for students in the Regional Alternative Program, at the AVC.  Kathy Stines’s business position for FY 08 school year has been reduced to a half-day position, and the Regional Office has interviewed Mrs. Stines as the teacher for the R.A.P. position for the other half 
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day.  The AVC will receive rent for the use of the classroom.  Details still need to be worked out.

Due to the pending retirement of the custodian and the elimination of the Maintenance Position, Ms. McCready has been looking at other options.  The Jo Daviess Workshop has made a proposal to take care of the custodial work.  Jim Brown, a retired AVC maintenance person, has expressed interest in some variable hours/part-time work.  Jim would cover the opening of the building while the Workshop would come in the afternoon.  Some concerns were expressed about the agreement with the Workshop, and savings to the AVC.  John Lang moved, Paul Seymour seconded to enter into an agreement with the Jo Daviess Workshop for custodial services on a trial bases with the Director to report back to the Board at the September meeting on the quality of services being provided.  Roll call vote, Paul Seymour aye, John Lang aye, Don Hill aye, Lynn Pease nay.  Motion carried.

Paul Seymour moved, John Lang seconded to authorize the Director to advertise for a variable hour/part-time day custodian for the AVC.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Ms. McCready reported that there has not been any offers to date on the construction trades house completed last summer.  Next school year will be the time to start deciding on finding a lot for the 2008 – 2010 house.  The AVC currently has a house under construction, which should be completed in the Spring of 2008.  The Center needs to look at other options for construction trades projects or financing them.  John Lang moved, Don Hill seconded to authorize the Director to explore different ways to finance future construction projects for students.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Rich Crandall representing Scales Mound entered the meeting.

Paul Seymour moved, John Lang seconded to go into Closed Session for the appointment, employment, compensation, discipline, performance, or dismissal of specific employees of the AVC or legal counsel for the AVC, including hearing testimony on a complaint lodged against an employee or against legal counsel for the AVC to determine its validity.  5ILCA 120/2©(1), as amended by P.A. 93-0057.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Paul Seymour moved, Lynn Pease seconded to come out of Closed Session.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Rich Crandall moved, Lynn Pease seconded to adopt a resolution placing David Fosdick on Administrative Leave for the remainder of the school year per resolution adopted by the Board of Control.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.
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Being no further business, Paul Seymour moved, Rich Crandall seconded to adjourn the meeting.  Voice vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.
