BOARD OF CONTROL MEETING

MINUTES MAY 5, 2008

The regular meeting of the Jo Daviess Carroll Area Vocational Center was held in the Conference Room on Monday, May 5, 2008

Chairperson Lonny Lemon called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.  Secretary Meusel called roll with the following members answering: Lynn Pease – River Ridge absent; Lonny Lemon – West Carroll present; Rich Crandall – Scales Mound present; Leslie Hawley – Stockton present; Don Hill – Warren present; John Lang – Regional Office present; Paul Seymour – Galena present.  Others Present:  Joyce McCready – Director; Sue Meusel – Recording Secretary.

John Lang moved, Rich Crandall seconded to approve the Consent Agenda which includes the Minutes of the April Board Meeting both open and closed sessions, the Treasurer’s Report of April, the payment of the May Board Bills in the amount of $21,688.45, and other financial statements as presented.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.

HOSA National Competition – The HOSA students who will be attending the National Competition made a presentation to the Board last month.  Joyce is recommending that the AVC fund ½ of the total fixed expenses for the 5 students attending the National competition.  Paul Seymour moved, Leslie Hawley seconded to pay $382.50, which is ½ of the fixed expenses per student to attend the HOSA National Competition.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.  

Lynn Pease entered the meeting during the discussion.

FY 09 Calendar – Lynn Pease moved, Rich Crandall seconded to adopt the FY09 Calendar as was presented.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried. (Attached)

Outstanding Students of the 4th Quarter – The Board received the list of 4th Quarter Outstanding Students.  Outstanding Students of the Year are being determined.

Substitute Teacher Pay for FY 09 – After researching the substitute teacher pay for the six home schools, there is a need to increase that pay.  Paul Seymour moved, Rich Crandall seconded to raise the substitute teacher pay to $75 per day + TRS.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.
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FY 09 Project House – Joyce presented a signed contract from the homeowner and needs Chair and Secretary signatures.  Rich Crandall moved, Don Hill seconded to enter

into an agreement with Jennie Haskens for the FY 09 Project House.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.

FY 08 Project House – Preferred Properties agent, Dani Mraz, has listed the house for $299,900.

Finance Committee – At the last AVC Board meeting, the Finance Committee recommended that we adopt a Cost of Living Allowance (COLA).  Paul Seymour explained that the COLA could be determined by the Jo Daviess County Clerk’s tax rates.  The Board tabled this item for the June Board meeting with the Finance Committee bringing back a proposal.

Board Chair – After discussion, it was determined that the West Carroll representative taking Lonny Lemon’s place would continue in the Chair position until December.

Leslie Hawley moved, Lynn Pease seconded to enter into Closed Session at 7:35 for the appointment, employment, compensation, discipline, performance, or dismissal of specific employees of the AVC or legal counsel for the AVC, including hearing testimony on a complaint lodged against an employee or against legal counsel for the AVC to determine its validity.  5ILCA 120/2©(1), as amended by P.A. 93-0057.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Paul Seymour moved, Don Hill seconded to come out of Closed Session at 7:41 p.m.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.

John Lang moved, Lonny Lemon seconded to rehire Joyce McCready as Director for the FY 09 school year with the salary to be determined in June.  The Finance Committee will make a recommendation on salary in June.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.

The Finance Committee will be meeting on May 21, 2008, at the ROE at 11:00 a.m., with an optional date of May 22, 2008.

A retirement luncheon for Dan Harms will be held on May 27, 2008.

Lynn Pease moved, Paul Seymour seconded to adjourn the meeting at 7:46 p.m.  Voice vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.
