Kathy Finch moved Lonny Lemon seconded to approve the Consent Agenda which includes the Minutes of the September Board Meeting, the Treasurer’s Report of September and October, and the payment of the October Board Bills $32,763.94 and the November Board Bills $84,429.64, and other financial statements as was presented.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried

Joyce added Item F to the Agenda – Outstanding Student of the First Quarter and Item 8 Finances.

Construction Trades Aide Update – Still in the process of hiring an Aide for Construction, Mr. Francis might return after Thanksgiving, George Delp was hired as Temporary Construction bus driver for 2.25 hours per block.  

Brad Brudi entered the meeting during the discussion.

Finances – Joyce reviewed the treasurer’s report with the Board explaining the finances of the AVC; FY 08 and FY 06 house expenses, and possibly lowering the price of the house.  The consensus of the Board was to hold the price of the house.  

Snow removal will be done in house by maintenance this year. 

FCAE Improving Agriculture Education Programs Grant was received at the AVC for $725.  This will be used for the Ag Department.  Brad Brudi stated that the Stockton Board will discuss having an Ag program at their next meeting.  He asked the area school reps if they would consider sharing an Ag teacher.  Brad Brudi suggested that the AVC courses should be dual credit courses for math or English credit.  Joyce will look into it.

Joyce has been looking at options to secure the building.  She has contacted Zephyr Aluminum Co. because they installed our front doors, an estimate of $1,800 was obtained to install a monitor and push button system, for the front entrance.  This does not include the wiring.  Joyce will keep investigating and report back to the board at a later date.
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In 2000 a resolution was passed to meet every other month.  The Board reviewed the meeting dates for December, 2006, thru November, 2007.  The consensus of the Board was for the Board Chairperson to cancel the meeting if there was no business.  A copy of that resolution is attached to these minutes.  Lonny Lemon moved Darryl Freese seconded to approve the meeting dates for December 2006, thru November, 2007 as presented.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried

The AVC has dual credit with Highland Community College for all AVC classes except Law Enforcement, and Joyce is working on getting the credit for this.  Highland Community College will be at the AVC in January to enroll the students for HCC dual credit.

Sophomore tours were scheduled at the Counselor’s Meeting last week.  The tours are set for the week of December 5 – 8.  

The Tech Trek Competition is scheduled for February 12, 2007, at Highland Community College.

Margaret Grommes and Dan Harms did a presentation this summer to the Board on Margaret’s project.  This is published in the American Congress on Surveying and Mapping Magazine.

Dan Harms did a presentation on GIS/GPS in the Classroom in Peoria.  Dan is to be commended on his work.

Outstanding Students of the 1st Quarter were announced out to the Board.

Lonny Lemon moved, Cathy Finch seconded to adjourn the meeting at 7:53 p.m.  Voice vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried
