BOARD OF CONTROL MINUTES

SEPTEMBER 5, 2006
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The regular meeting of the Jo Daviess Carroll Area Vocational center was held in the Conference Room on Tuesday, September 5, 2006.

Acting Chairperson Brad Brudi called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Secretary Meusel called roll with the following members answering:

Lynn Pease moved Cathy Finch seconded to approve the Consent Agenda which includes the Minutes of the August Board Meeting, the Treasurer’s Report of August, and the payment of the September Board Bills in the amount of $26,799.79, and other financial statements as was presented.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried

The Board questioned line items on the Chart of Account Report.  Lynn Pease moved Darryl Freese seconded to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried

Foundation bids for the project house were discussed.  

Rich Crandall entered the meeting during this discussion.

Lonny Lemon moved Lynn Pease seconded to accept the letting of the bid to G.W. Knuckey for $19,845.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried

Construction Trades Aide – Ken Francis is ill, and Joyce has contacted Stockton School and Hillards to use their drivers to transport the students back and forth to the project house during their time slots.  Stockton’s charge is $.75 per mile with the drivers receiving $15 per day; Hillard is $15.00 per day, using the AVC bus.  

The consensus of the Board was to advertise for a Construction Trades Aide substitute, until Ken Francis is able to return.  This person should have knowledge of construction and a CDL Bus driver endorsement.

FY 07 & FY 08 House Material and Plumbing bids were reviewed.

House material bids were received from Spahn & Rose of Warren, Hoskins Building Center, and Davis Lumber Company.  Brad Brudi moved, Darryl Freese seconded, to accept the bid from Hoskins Lumber Company for the building materials.  Roll call vote:  
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Brad Brudi aye; Darryl Freese aye; Cathy Finch aye; Bill Gehrts aye; Lynn Pease abstain; Lonny Lemon aye; Rich Crandall aye. Motion carried

Plumbing bidders were:  Roberts Plumbing and Winters Plumbing and Heating.  Lynn Pease moved, Cathy Finch seconded, to approve Winters Plumbing and Heating bid for the plumbing/heating for the Project House.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried

Joyce discussed using the AVC Web page (www.jdcavc.org) to send the Board packets to the Board.  The consensus of the Board was for her to e-mail the packet information to each Board representative.  This will be a trial for next month’s meeting.

The Board reviewed FY 07 enrollment.

Lonny Lemon moved, Cathy Finch seconded, to adjourn the meeting at 7:58 p.m.  Voice vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried
