BOARD OF CONTROL MEETING MINUTES

SEPTEMBER 2, 2008

The regular meeting of the Jo Daviess Carroll Area Vocational Center was held in the Conference Room on Tuesday, September 2, 2008.

Acting Chairperson Don Hill called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m.  Secretary Meusel called roll with the following members answering:  Craig Mathers – West Carroll absent; Rich Crandall – Scales Mound absent; Dave Gilliland – Stockton present; Don Hill – Warren present; John Lang – Regional Office present; Paul Seymour – Galena present; Lynn Pease – River Ridge present.

Others Present:  Joyce McCready – Director; Sue Meusel – Recording Secretary.

Lynn Pease moved, John Lang seconded to approve the Consent Agenda which includes the Minutes of the August Board Meeting, the Minutes of the August Budget Hearing, the Treasurer’s Report of August, and the payment of the September Board Bills in the amount of $35,751.31, and other financial statements as was presented.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Building/Bus Update – The tuck-pointing of the front wall of the building has been completed.  A cash settlement has been offered from the insurance company for $3,500. The trial is scheduled for this Thursday.  

Rich entered the meeting during this discussion.

CAD/GIS Instructor – The part-time instructor was hired with the agreement of ½ insurance to be paid by the Board.  He did not qualify for the AVC insurance.  The AVC will pay his TRS insurance.  This will result in a savings of over $1,000.

Snow Removal – Bob Nolan has agreed to do snow removal as part of his 10 day extended contract.  Bob has also agreed to do some minor maintenance to the building, when needed.

2008 – 09 Project House – The students have officially started working on the house today.  The Board reviewed a list of vendors, who will be working with the students on the Hasken house, and Jenny Hasken Builders Risk insurance policy.

John Lang moved, Rich Crandall seconded to approve the Jenny Hasken vendor list as presented.  Voice vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.

Lynn Pease moved, Paul Seymour seconded to approve the insurance coverage for the Hasken house.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.

WIN for WorkKeys – As part of the CTEI and Tech Prep Grants that were written with the Eagle Ridge Delivery System and Highland Community College, the WIN 
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Courseware for WorkKeys will be funded.  The WIN for WorkKeys courseware ensures skills mastery in addition to work keys test preparation.

Craig Mathers entered during this discussion.

Participation Of Non-members Schools – We have had interest by a student currently attending Tri-State Christian School in Galena to attend the Center.  Joyce has had conversation with the Administrator of the school, Mary Jane Thorne.  Joyce has contacted other Area Vocational Centers on their policies regarding this issue.  Further discussion will take place concerning Tri State’s involvement with the Center.

Graphic Arts Instructor – Lynn Pease moved, Rich Crandall seconded to hire Irene Thraen-Borowski as the Graphic Arts instructor for the 2008 – 09 school year at Step 0 with M.A.  Roll call vote, all present voted aye.  Motion carried.
